L.

Students who are in the Academic Year 2018/2019, based on the results
of 2018 GCE A/L Examinations and who are registered and follow a
degree programme at a University under the purview of the UGC.

Annual Parental income.

(A letter from the employer certifying the salary particulars of the
applicant’s parents or in the case of unemployed parent a letter or a
certificate obtained from the Divisional Secretary on the recommendation
of Grama Seva Niladhari of the area of the candidate’s permanent
residence and income should be submitted.)

Performance at GCE A/L Examination. (The applicant should have three
‘A’ grade passes in his/her initial attempt at the G.C.E. (A/L) examination)
The applicant must satisfy the selection Committee with his/her
contribution to the extra-curricular activities at national /international
level.

Students who are not receiving any financial assistance from university or
any other organization by way of Mahapola, Bursary or any other
scholarship.

The decision of the selection panel will be the final and no further
correspondence will be entertained.
